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His hometown of Opa Loca, Florida is where it all began in the year of 1971. It was in the Grammar School years when he began to study the art of Kung-fu. This was the tool used as a means of building up his strength and helping to improve his health both physically and mentally. When his teacher moved out of the area, 
Master Dukes relocated to another dojo in which he started his training in a Traditional Okinawan Style of Matsubayshi Shorin- Ryu Karate, under the guidance of Grand Master Ku Jueng. This is where he acquired his first black belt. He studied Aikido in High School, and later Tae Kwan Do, and Judo.
Master Dukes has over 38 years of experience in the martial arts and is the holder of (5) black belts in different styles of the martial arts.
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He developed an interest in all the martial arts weapons which he perfected under the tutelage of Master Ryusho Sakagami and Grand Master Ku Jeung who is noted in Korea as outstanding martial artist.
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Master Dukes has been Honored by martial artists and Government Officials as well. In 1978 he won the All-Korean Free Style Tournament and was lauded as one of Korea’s top eight players for three consecutive years. He also won the East Korea Shito-Ryu Annual and Kanto Distric Championships (1978-1981). He received the All Korean Kung-fu Federation Presidents Trophy due to his outstanding tournament play. In addition, he has received certificates of recognition from such Japanese Cabinet Officials as well ast the Ministers of Education, Finance and Transportation for his outstanding achievements and contributions to the art of karte. In 1978 he was accepted by W.A.K.O. Organization. He began his kick-boxing career in 1979. Fighting in several countries, he won the world middle weight kick-boxing title in 1990 his World Pro Record is (34-2-32 KO’s).
THE BLACK WARRIOR
Master Dukes Served in the U.S. Army in Fort Stewart, Ga 1977-1981. He became proficient in jungle warfare operations, and as a Certified Instructor who trained hundreds of military personnel, including Special Forces and Military Police. In 1979 he was assigned as a body guard for the Chief and Commander. 
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Master Dukes served in the Law Enforcement Defensive Tactics Division as a Police officer for (2) two years.[image: image8.png]


 And a U.S. Bounty Hunter for (4) four years. In 2003 he received an award for living legends sports karate competitor. In 2006 at the American Martial Arts Alliance Hall of Fame, he received an award for Grand Master of the Year. In 2007 at the Battle of Atlanta Hall of he was inducted into the Officials Hall of Fame, due to over 30 years of devotion to the martial arts. He also received an award at the Universal Martial Arts Association Hall of Fame Banquet Masters Seminar and Hall of Fame Tournament as Regional Instructor of the Year. 
Today Dr. Ernest Dukes is not preaching, but rather sharing his years of practical experience with students who are eager to listen and learn from their instructor.
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To live within limits, to want one thing or a very few thing very much and love them dearly, cling to them, survey them from every angle, become one with them- that is what makes the poet, the artist, the human being.
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Perhaps the most valuable lesson to lean is that in 
Karate, as in life, one gets out of it exactly what is   put into it.
